
Wild Safari Kidz Camp  
 
The second camp held in 2007 was the Wild Safari Kidz Camp. 
The two days camp was held on 23 and 24 November.  

100 participants from the 3 early childhood centres were involved 
in the camp. The children were divided into 10 groups, each 
taken care by the ranger in-charge.  

The objective of the camp is to allow children to engage in 
activities that allow them to discover more about wild animals as 

well as other rangers' skills like studying the map and recording their findings. The camp is not only 
designed with exciting team-building activities, but it also allows the children to explore, investigate, 
question and present.  

The camp includes a day learning experience at the Singapore Zoo whilst the second day was held at 
Pasir Ris Pre School nearby the Pasir Ris Park. Below are the expeditions that the children, who 
participated in Wild Safari Kidz Camp, went through: 

Cool Cats  
The children were introduced to the different categories of cats from the smallest to the biggest at a talk 
conducted at the Zoo auditorium. The children learnt more about cats such as tiger, leopard, cheetah, 
lion, etc. They had a close-up encounter with these cats (a rare opportunity for many!)  

Animal Trail  
A challenging activity for the campers where they experience guessing and finding the animal closure by 
using the map. 

Picasso Corner  
The children marathon through the art activities planned for them such as mask and sock puppets that 
allowed their creativity to flow. They were divided into 2 groups. While one of the groups was doing the 
craftwork, the other gets a chance to play at the ball pool.  

Water Play  
Children enjoyed this activity the most as they mingle around in wet swimming suits and moving around 
freely in the water sprays.  

T-shirt Making  
Children were taught to design their own t-shirts that allow them to experience drawing and colouring on 
different medium other than paper.  

Wild Kidz Funrobics  
The children certainly enjoyed the Wild Kidz Funrobics which makes them move and sway to the animal 
songs such as Madagascar, involving animal movements.  

The finale of the camp was the barbeque session with parents and teachers cum Photo Gallery of the 
Camp. During the barbeque session, parents were seen interacting and exchanging views about the 
camp while enjoying the spread of sumptuous food prepared for them.

Maths Trail @ Esplanade for Bukit Timah Primary  
 
Effective learning for young children can best be achieved 
through experiential learning. This means that children learn best 
and retain information better and longer through a multi-sensory 
approach and through hand on activities and games, just like the 
X3 Maths Trail @ Esplanade conducted for Bukit Timah 
Primary School . 

During the trail on 15 May 2007, students were involved in 
various activities and challenges, which required them to use 
their thinking skills. They had to reason, infer, analyse and think 
laterally and creatively to solve the tasks posed at the different 

checkpoints. 

As the students were divided into groups, they learnt to work as a team to overcome difficulties and 
achieve a common goal. Communication skills developed in the process, was an important life skill.
